1 Entrance feature walls
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Serpintine Scoria wall behind.

Lower wall at edge of carpark. Use keystone
retaining underneath.

A Brushsticks fence erected on the side of
the deck here will provide privacy for the
bathroom.

A new timber decking ramp will provide wheelchair access to the front
door. Oiled 250x50mm Macrocarpa will be used which will tie in with
the decking in other parts of the property. A custom designed railing
will add to the nautical theme.

]f’lanting to be retained around existing deck. Trim up tree
erns.

Use existing keystone retaining here, with scoria wall on top to
create a 400mm high wall to signal the end of the parking
space. A 600mm high serpentine wall on the other side of the

path will introduce the style which is repeated lower down in
the garden.

Erect fence above existing retaining wall
with remaining Brushstick cladding. Plant
both sides with existing Crucifix orchids.

A Jacaranda planted as a specimen tree here
will help provide privacy to the garage/studio
as well as providing a stunning display of
mauve flowers in early summer.

Bamboo etc to be removed at Landscape
architects discretion.

5 Mound and wall detail
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New scoria wall with low planting infront.

Mound soil behind wall, so wall curves into
mound. Plant with taller shrubs.

The garden here will be reshaped and mounded to create a
feature at the front path. A new scoria wall which matches the
existing lower walls will run into the mound, and curve down
the new front steps. Planting will be kept simple to enhance
the sculptural aspect of this part of the garden.

The existing mosaic will be reset at the top of the new timber steps.
The timber steps will be curved to butt into the newly sealed
driveway.

A new garden bed here will be kept low in front of a new
curved Scoria wall which will match those lower in the garden.

Planting will include Cycads and Large Bromeliads to create
impact at the entrance.

The garden behind will be mounded above the wall with
higher layers of planting and palms to create enclosure of the
property.
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
